Lent

Our observance of Lent begins on Ash Wednes-
day, which falls on February 13 this year, and is a day
of fast and abstinence for Catholics. At Mass on Ash
Wednesday, the imposition of ashes replicates an ancient
penitential practice and symbolizes our dependence upon
God's mercy and forgiveness. "Lent is thus an oppor-
tunity to 'become' Christian 'anew," through a constant process of inner change
and progress in the knowledge and love of Christ. Conversion is never once
and for all but is a process, an interior journey through the whole of life." —
Pope Benedict XVI, General Audience, February 21, 2007. During this Lent,
the U.S. bishops are encouraging Catholics to make going to confession a
significant part of their spiritual lives.

LENTEN REGULATIONS
1. Everyone 14 years of age or over is bound to ab-
stain from meat on Ash Wednesday and all the Fri-
days of Lent.

2. Everyone 18 years of age and under 59 years of
age is bound to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good
Friday.

3. On these two days of fast and abstinence, only one
full meatless meal is allowed. Two other meatless
meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken
according to each one’s needs, but together they
should not equal another full meal. Eating between
meals is not permitted on these two days, but liquids,
including milk and fruit juices are allowed. When
health or ability to work would be seriously affected,
the law does not oblige.

4. To disregard completely the law of fast and absti-
nence is seriously sinful.

5. Lent is the principal season of penance in the
Christian year. All of the faithful are strongly urged to
develop and follow a program of voluntary self-denial
(in addition to following the Lenten regulations), seri-
ous prayer, and a performance of works of charity
and mercy.
