A tornado is often referred to as an act of God since it is an extraordinary,  
unforeseeable, event of nature outside of our control.  We have been contacted 
by the Paxton Church of Christ with an opportunity to join in An Act of God of a 
different kind.   
 
The Paxton area churches in conjunction with Habitat for Humanity of  
Champaign County have extended an invitation to join them in building a home 
for a Gifford family affected by last November’s tornado.   
 
There are several ways to participate.  The financial goal is to raise $50,000, for 
the remaining cost for a home.  Your support is needed—whether it be through 
prayer , volunteering or a financial contribution.   
 
The home will be built during a two-week blitz, beginning June 2nd-June 13 
(except June 8th) They need to have 20-30 volunteers on site at 204 West 
Plumb in Gifford each day from 8AM-3PM.  To sign up, all you need to do is go 
to the website https://cuhabitat.volunteerconnect.com/paxton/full.   
 
As a part of God’s family, we’re asking for your help.  The Calhoun family lost 
nearly everything they owned in the tornado last fall.  They survived huddled in 
a closet, while the storm ripped the roof from their residence and moved the 
home off its foundation.  This home represents a new start for the Calhouns.  
We wanted to share the opportunity to be a part of this worthwhile project.
