EXPLORING INDULGENCES WITH “PAT IN THE PEW”

| invite you to enjoy the next weeks as we continue to explore
four principles that might help you reconsider the gift of

indulgences during the year of MERCY! Last week we focused on RELATIONSHIPS,
NOT RULES! This week we will focus on MERCY BEING MORE THAN FORGIVENESS.

It’s about mercy being more than mere forgiveness. Merciful love wants to remove
all natural consequences of our brokenness so we can flourish. For example, if we
allow ourselves to live a lifestyle beyond our means, with month-after-month of
deficit spending, finding ourselves on the verge of financial bankruptcy, we can
repent and resolve to change our ways (remember, this is a hypothetical example!).
We know that the Father of Mercy will certainly forgive our greed or materialism or
whatever form of idolatry compelled us to live so recklessly, and we could resolve
to balance our budgets moving forward. However, it might take decades—or
generations—of frugal savings to climb out of the pit of debt which we’ve dug.

The idea with the indulgences is that the Father wants us to know both that we are
forgiven, and that He is willing to repay the debt for us. This is merciful love. On
our part, we would still need to take concrete steps to show our commitment to
change, reordering our spending habits. But we know that we could have never
earned or deserved such a fresh start.

Use wine wisely

My evangelical friends don’t drink and
even use grape juice for communion.
Catholics use wine and drink all the
time. Isn’t the Church condoning
alcoholism?

The abuse of alcohol is a serious vice,
and it has caused untold damage. When we
celebratethe Eucharist weare commemorating
the Last Supper, at which Jesus offered wine
and unleavened bread according to the Jewish
Passover tradition, changed it into his Body
and Blood, and gave us this command: “ ‘This
cup is the new covenant in my blood. Do this,
as often as you drink it, in remembrance of
me.’ Foras often as you eat this bread and drink
the cup, you proclaim the death of the Lord
until he comes” (1 Corinthians 11:25-26).
While the properties of wine remain,
including alcohol content, the substance
becomes the Precious Blood of Christ.
Therefore, the ingestion of a sip or two seems
trivial compared tothe divine presencereceived
therein. Those with medical or psychological
reasons for abstaining should discuss those
matters with their pastor and specialist(s).
Jesus turned water into wine at the wedding
in Cana (John 2:1-11), but he obviously
doesn’t condone alcoholism. God has given
us many things to enjoy: food, love, and leisure
to mention a few. As Catholics we are called
to rightly use these gifts for the greater and
common good. To abuse them is sinful; to use
them as they are intended is a way to give

thanks.

[ was fortunate to do my hospital chaplaincy
rotation with a young seminarian who was
ordained about three years after our summer
experience. Tom and I became good friends.
He came to my wedding and I went to his
ordination. My children forever referred to
him as young Fr. Tom. He has been a blessing
to me and my family.

When he was ordained, I tried my hand
at writing a song as a gift for him. He was
so eager and willing to preach the Gospel
wherever he was sent that [ wanted to mark
that in some way. One lyric [ wrote went like
this: “Finding our homes where we can share
your word, only to leave again when it’s been
heard. . .to be your people.” Fr. Tom serves in
Africa now, training other seminarians, and
[ often think of him and of that song because
I have come to realize that we are all called
to share God’s word whether we are in a
comfortable place or a strange one. Perhaps
part of our challenge is to leave the areas
where we are comfortable and welcomed
for those where the path is rougher and less
clear, but the need for the Good News is all
the greater.

Today our models are Paul and his
companions, who travel from place to place
to preach the Gospel and move on when they
have done what they can. They follow Jesus’
command to love and find the glory of the
Lord in that work and in whom they serve.
If we are to be God’s people, we, too, must
spread the hope of God’s love to all we meet,
even if we have to travel far to do so.
